Be familiar with names of roads and know designated evacuation routes. Keep a map of the local area available.
Be familiar with warning systems. Sign up to get alerts and notifications from Emergency Management.
3. Develop a disaster supplies kit. 
Have a kit for everyone in the family in case family members become separated. Have a supply kit for the car, for work, and school. Personalize supplies for special needs, for first aid, babies, children, elderly, disabled, medical, and pets. 
Gather important documents and insurance information into one location that can be located and carried out quickly.
Make sure you have enough supplies with you when you evacuate including water.
Make sure you have supplies available to shelter in place including water.
Make sure you have cash somewhere safe in case credit and debit cards cannot be used because of electricity failure.
Know what other tools you can acquire to help your family be more prepared and comfortable during a disaster.
Have ways to charge your devices and run equipment.
If there are special needs within your family register with the Utah Special Needs Registry
4. Teach family members skills and knowledge important to have during an emergency. 
Learn First Aid and CPR
Have a hazard hunt to find and mitigate any potential dangers during an earthquake.
Have older family members know how to turn off, Water, electricity, and gas if necessary. Only turn off the gas if there is a suspected leak, by either hearing, smelling, or visibly seeing a break or a fire.
Know how to put a fire out and how to test smoke and Carbon Monoxide alarms.
Keep your gas tank half full in case you may have to be on the road for an extended period of time.
Know and understand your insurance needs and what will be covered or not covered.
Get involved with community organizations to help the community with preparedness, response, and recovery.
5. Practice and maintain your plan.
Quiz family members often so they remember what to do. Hold practice drills for protective actions and evacuation. Test and recharge detectors and electronic power devices.
Consider what you will do if you are traveling.
Practice communication possibilities with out of state contacts and with neighbors, and others.
Replace stored water and food every 6 months.
Evaluate and resupply and update your disaster supplies kits every 6 months.
